3. Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill (ESSB) 5229 Health Equity CE
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Connie Furry moved to approve the proposed rule language for health equity
continuing education to adopt department model rules, WAC 246-12-800
through 246-12-830.

4. FDA Rule on Over-the-Counter Hearing Aids

100 (Hearing instruments fitting and dispensing — Minimum standards of practice) to
be consistent with the Food and Drug Administration (FDA) finalized rule regarding the
sale of over the counter (OTC) hearing aids.
